· If chosen you and a guest will be invited to attend the awards ceremony/opening session of the IDEAS Conference.

· Be recognized and receive a commemorative, an awards ceremony during the Georgia IDEAS Conference.

· Be featured in a press release and in the recipient’s local newspaper or other media.
· Be profiled on the GA CEC website (www.gacec.org).
Eligibility Requirements 

· Nominee must be a current CEC member 
· The work of the nominee must be consistent with CEC’s mission statement, as stated above.

· Nominees must have provided leadership to CEC in areas including unit leadership; committee or task force membership; professional development/training; policy and advocacy; governance; professional standards and accreditation.
· Posthumous nominations are not accepted. 

Award Selection Considerations

· If an individual nominates himself/herself or another member, he/she must seek support from his/her CEC unit president, and the unit president must sign the nomination form. 

· The CEC Awards Committee has the authority to give only one Outstanding CEC Leadership Award or opt not to grant the award in any given year.

· Only one nomination may be accepted from a given CEC- affiliated organization in a single year. Therefore, if the nominator intends to submit a brand-new nomination for the following year, then a resubmission of the prior year’s nomination may be sponsored by another individual or member of that group and the previous materials can be reused.

Rules and Instructions for Nomination 

· The nomination packet is divided into four sections. To facilitate review, the nomination packet should be organized as follows: 
· Section I: Completed Nomination Form 
· The nominee should complete and sign the Nomination Form.

· If an individual is nominating a fellow CEC member or self-nominating, the unit president must also sign the Nomination Form.

· Section II: Vitae of nominee (5-page maximum) 
· Section III: Letters of Recommendation
· Please attach two letters of recommendation documenting the nominee’s efforts in meeting the award criteria.
· All nomination materials (including letters of recommendation and other nomination materials) must be submitted together to georgiacecawards@gmail.com by March 15, 2020
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
